· Applications will only be considered for local/Bay Area practice experiences between January 2013 and
January 2014.  In order to be eligible, students must have already completed GPP 105 the semester prior to their intended practice experience.  
· Fellowship funding will be up to $1,500 (please check directly with financial aid to determine how this may impact your current aid package).  

· To qualify for the fellowship, the practice experience must be at least 6 weeks, 240 hours (or equivalent), not including travel to and from site.

· Fellowship applications will be considered based on both the quality of the practice experience proposal and financial need. 
· Please note that if you are planning a practice experience that involves doing medical/clinical work, you will only be eligible for the fellowship if you provide documentation from your organization certifying that you will only be permitted to perform those tasks for which you are officially trained.

· Please note that practice experiences involving teaching must specifically address how the instruction/curriculum/school relates to the alleviation of poverty and inequality.

· Notifications will be sent out via e-mail no later than the week of March 4th.  Fellowship Disbursements will be processed in Mid-April.
